Who is the Fair Trade Boston Team Training for?

Each team will be responsible for enabling 5 institutions (churches, stores, nonprofits, workplaces) to switch to Fair Trade.

· A Supermarket Outreach Training – November 6, 2008, 6-9pm 

· Fair Trade Boston Team Training – Part II – January 2009 (2 days)(date tba)

· World Fair Trade Day Preparation – March 2009 (evening) (date tba)  

· World Fair Trade Day Celebration – May 9, 2009 

What will happen at the Fair Trade Boston Team Training? 
The workshop will prepare teams with leadership and organizing skills and concrete action steps for increasing Fair Trade in Greater Boston. At the training we’ll: 
1) Develop a public narrative to motivate colleagues, churches, and communities to action around Global Justice and Fair Trade. 

2) Discuss the principle and stories of Fair Trade and provide skills for engaging consumer support for Fair Trade through house meetings. 
3) Match each team with 5 stores for outreach.  Each team will leave with an action plan and the resources to achieve it.
